PLACING THE LADDER IN USE AT THE SCENE
· 1.
Stage apparatus according to Officers instructions.

While in drive set parking brake.

· 3.
While still in drive engage pto.

· 4.
Put vehicle in neutral and engage pump.

· 5.
Walk around front of aerial looking for overhead obstructions.

· 6.   Ensure placement of ladder nozzle pin

· 7.
Set officer side wheel chocks on front tires and outrigger plate at the   

           outrigger.

· 8.
Look for overhead obstructions around back of aerial.

· 9.
Set drivers side outrigger plate at the outrigger and wheel chocks at front 

           tire.

· 10.
Turn the throttle switch up for high idle and place the hydraulic diverter 

           valve in the outrigger position. (switch to up position)
· 11.
Extend the outriggers, and lower into position.

· 12. Level the apparatus with the outriggers.

· 13.
Place the outrigger pins in the outriggers on each side.

· 14.
Place the hydraulic diverter valve in the ladder position. (switch to down position)

· 15.
Raise, swing and extend the ladder onto the proper position.

· 16.
If the truck motor dies, turn the emergency switch in the drivers side rear 

           compartment to the on or up position. Continue to operate the aerial only     

           as needed and return the switch to the down or off position when finished.

D. RETURNING THE LADDER  TO THE TRUCK.

· 1.
IN REVERSE ORDER OF THE SECTION ABOVE, PLACE THE 
           LADDER BACK ON THE TRUCK.

· 2.
Ensure the arrows on the turntable are aligned before bedding the ladder.

· 3.
Disengage the pto while the truck is still in drive then go to neutral and 

           disengage the pump.
